Small meals and snacks throughout the day,
instead of three larger meals, can help you keep your stomach settled. Most importantly, keep
your doctor updated on how you're feeling, and be sure to listen to your body.

Crib bumpers and stuffed animals may be cute, but they are not safe sleep partners for your L JIR

baby. As a matter of fact, it is recommended that no items be placed in the crib with your child. * . *

Warm pajamas can be used to keep your baby warm. If you must use a blanket, it should come
no higher than your baby’s chest, and should be tucked in around the mattress so it can’t move.
Babies shouldn’t sleep on other beds, sofas, chairs or other surfaces that could be unsafe.
You should also always lay your baby on his back to reduce the risk of Sudden Infant Death

Syndrome (SIDS). To give you further peace of mind, we recommend learning CPR, even though
you will hopefully never have to use it.
